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The design of any city contemporary or of antiquity is done according to the accommodations necessary for its inhabitants. The pedestrian has certain necessities. Edmond Bacon seems to suggests in his plan that there are inherent qualities a city must have – qualities that can be planned for and designed as part of urban (re)development.
Of these qualities, most notably are things pertaining to functionality. The mobility of the pedestrian and of vehicles are dependent on roadways, trolley systems, train tracks. The destinations of such mobilizations depend on the concentrations of commerce and industry. The city resident needs a job, needs to get to the job, needs to eat, needs a grocery store, needs a clear and rewarding relationship with the sky. Open space is a very necessary and functional element of city planning. A park, a breath in between skyscrapers, a foot path – all elements that offer variety to paved sidewalk and a means of re-contextualizing the otherwise monotone cityscape. “The objective is to achieve at every moment in time, on the part of every citizen a sense of orientation to a continually enlarging order”(301).
After a tremendous amount of collaborative planning and numerous illustrations something like Market East is developed: An economically robust node for shopping, travel, and business. It is a planned and designed convergence point for shoppers, tourists, commuters, workers to come together.
