The green atlas website mainly served as the portal for accessing stories pertaining to multiple cities successful in implementing their own version of a green map.
Toronto’s case is one of triumph over adversity where the team was presented with the task of mapping the city and designing that in a distributable fashion. After a prototype design was created it was tested amongst the public and members of the green Toronto movement. Revisions followed obviously, in conjunction with a green map convention in Bellagio, Italy where even more support was given. ​
In the end 120,000 maps of Toronto: the OTHER map of Toronto, was printed. Within a short period of time half of which were distributed while the other half were in circulation at 100 locations across the city.

The maps were aimed towards promoting sustainable communities with earth conscious activities. Things such as hiking trails, waterways – a plethora of information that benefited both Toronto residents and Toronto aliens. The green map enabled tourists a glimpse of an enriching and earth conscious Canadian city. Obviously on unifying the information it contained, the map has the effect of boosting the economies in the area of green tourism.
