Project Culmination 

The result of all of this is still a self-portrait as I had mentioned in my first presentation.

It is a product of many parts, where the sum of the pieces is greater than they are individually.

The culminating piece will be a sculpture – but not only a sculpture. There are elements of interactivity, digital photography, video, prose. The incorporation of these elements into the sculpture is still in the developmental stages. Where the piece really begins to take shape however is in the interaction with it. It essentially becomes a performance piece - a delicate dance between the space, bodies, and movement between them. Where the performance receives its cues for use is the portrait of myself. Within the conversation of observing the sculpture are embedded the telling aspects of me. These aspects however, emerge with the creation of the work as an intuitive exploration and uncovering of self-discovery.
The audience becomes the piece and the piece is the paint brush - a paint brush created from the content born of all you.
